Com esta UC pretende-se que os estudantes compreendam a importancia da literatura na
identidade cultural portuguesa, o seu desenvolvimento histérico e o papel que pode ter na
construcao permanente da identidade pessoal.

- Fruir da literatura e da cultura portuguesa, através do conhecimento mais profundo de
algumas das suas obras;

- Reconhecer e explicar o valor existencial e cultural da literatura, sabendo perspetiva-lo no
dominio pessoal e pedagdgico;

- Explicar e debater a importancia da cultura e da histéria para a literatura, e vice-versa,
particularmente nos contextos portugués e luséfono;

- Caracterizar e problematizar os géneros literdrios e a periodizagao literaria;

- Identificar e interpretar os autores que definem o canone da literatura portuguesa

- Conhecer e caracterizar os movimentos culturais e literarios em que se enquadram os
autores estudados;

- Aplicar os conhecimentos através de propostas de exploracao de objetos culturais de
variadas naturezas e desenvolver analises criticas fundamentadas e criteriosas sobre textos
determinantes da literatura portuguesa, estruturando um texto de forma correta e bem
articulada.

With this CU it is intended that students understand the importance of literature in
Portuguese cultural identity, its historical development and the role it can play in the
permanent construction of personal identity.

Thus, at the end of this CU, students are expected to be able to:

- Enjoy Portuguese literature and culture, through a deeper knowledge of some of his
works;

- Recognize and explain the existential and cultural value of literature, knowing how to view
it in the personal and pedagogical domain;

- Explain and debate the importance of culture and history for literature, and vice versa,
particularly in Portuguese and Portuguese-speaking contexts;

- Characterize and discuss literary genres and literary periodization;

- Identify and interpret the authors who define the canon of Portuguese literature

- Know and characterize the cultural and literary movements in which the studied authors
fit;

- Apply knowledge through proposals to explore cultural objects of various natures and
develop critical and careful analysis of key texts in Portuguese literature, structuring a text in
a correct and well-articulated manner.
